Transito registration 
A European change in the rules for the in- and export of vehicles 
creates new possibilities to get the Burton registered. From now on a 
so-called Transito-license is accepted by all European countries. This 
Transito-license is valid all around the world and can be used to 
transport cars. This also makes it possible to get an approval for the 
car in one country and then register it in another. For example you 
build the car in France and get it approved in the Netherlands. You 

then ship the car to France with the 
Transito registration and get it approved 
there.

New products 

Customers who often visit us in Zutphen now that we are constantly developing new products. Behind the 
screens we developed an average of two products a week last year! We are proud to present a few of these 
new products.  

Carburettor reconditioned 
The carburettor is often compared with the valvular of an engine. When this 
doesn’t work properly the engine won’t run smoothly. Valves with too much 
tolerance give air leaks which disturb the ratio of the fuel air mixture. This 
causes an unstable rpm. We have specialised ourselves in the Technical side 
of the carburettor and found a way to recondition it. Besides replacing the 
bushes, springs, rubber seals, jets, seals, gaskets and a thorough ultra sonic 
clean method, we also replace the axles of the valves. Especially that give an 
excellent result! Exchange your old carburettor plus 199 euro and you’ll receive 
a fully reconditioned carburettor!  

 

 

 
 

 

    
Stainless steel exhaust 
After the success story of the second silencer in stainless steel we could go back 
anymore.. So we are proudly presenting the following exhausts in stainless steel:

Handbrake handle guide / mount & handbrake guide plastic 
Everyone who ever build a Burton knows the problem; the handbrake 
handle guide which has to be used from the donor car. Often forgotten 
or completely useless because of rust but indispensable in a Burton. 

The plastic guide is also 
often worn-out and unusable. We also have a replacement for that, 
made out of wear free plastic and only costs 7,50 euro.  

      
Dust cover for track rod

the normal covers did which means that you don’t have to replace it every 6 
months.
